Orson Welles was born May 6, 1915 in Kenosha, Wisconsin, USA.  After the death of his 

mother, he travelled the world with his father.  Orson Welles tried unsuccessfully to break into 

stage in London and at last had his debut in New York in 1934.  That same year he began work-

ing in film and radio. 

 

As one of the founding members of the Mercury Theatre radio 

program, Orson Welles’ name is forever linked to the infa-

mous War of the Worlds radio broadcast of 1938, a radio play 

that sparked off a wave of mass hysteria and sent thousand 

fleeing from a fake Martian invasion.   

 

Orson Welles’ film, Citizen Kane, is considered by some to 

be one of the best films ever made and although most of his 

films were financial failures, in 1984, Welles received the D. 

W. Griffith Award from the Directors Guild of America.
